adjudication of liability but in view of all of the circumstances of the case, such person is fairly and reasonably
entitled to indemnity for such expenses which such court shall deem proper.

entity, including service with respect to employee benefit plans, against all liability and loss suffered and
expenses (including attorneys’ fees) incurred by such person. Such right of indemnification shall inure whether or
not the claim asserted is based on matters which antedate the adoption of Article V, Section E of the Charter. The
Registrant shall be required to indemnify or make advances to a person in connection with a proceeding (or part
thereof) initiated by such person only if the proceeding (or part thereof) was authorized by the board of directors
of the Registrant.

(b) Prepayment of Expenses. The Registrant shall pay the expenses (including attorneys’ fees) incurred by
a director or officer in defending any proceeding in advance of its final disposition; provided, however, that the
