court shall have determined, upon application, that, despite the adjudication of liability but in view of all of
the circumstances of the case, such person is fairly and reasonably entitled to indemnity for such expenses
which such court shall deem proper.

The Registrant shall indemnify, to the fullest extent permitted by
applicable law as it presently exists or may hereafter be amended, any person who was or is made or is
threatened to be made a party or is otherwise involved in any action, suit or proceeding, whether civil,
criminal, administrative or investigative (a “proceeding”) by reason of the fact that he, or a person for whom
he is the legal representative, is or was a director or officer of the Registrant or is or was serving at the
request of the Registrant as a director, officer, employee or agent of another corporation or of a partnership,
joint venture, trust, enterprise or nonprofit entity, including service with respect to employee benefit plans,
against all liability and loss suffered and expenses (including attorneys’ fees) incurred by such person. Such
right of indemnification shall inure whether or not the claim asserted is based on matters which antedate the
adoption of Article V, Section E of the Charter. The Registrant shall be required to indemnify or make
advances to a person in connection with a proceeding (or part thereof) initiated by such person only if the
proceeding (or part thereof) was authorized by the board of directors of the Registrant.

(b) Prepayment of Expenses. The Registrant shall pay the expenses (including attorneys’ fees)
incurred by a director or officer in defending any proceeding in advance of its final disposition; provided,
however, that the payment of expenses incurred by a director or officer in advance of the final disposition of
the proceeding shall be made only upon receipt of an undertaking by the director or officer to repay all
amounts advanced if it should be ultimately determined that the director or officer is not entitled to be
indemnified under this paragraph or otherwise.
